Your child will bring home a coloured RWI book and a bookbag book. 





Phonics in Oak class: 

• Daily RWI lesson. 
• Phonics practice in the afternoon ‘Pinny time’. Go over sounds, oral blending games, practice  

blending sound cards to make words. 
• Fred games. ‘Can you get your c – o – a – t.’ In my bag I have a ‘p - e  - n’ 
• Games. Making phonics fun! 
• Opportunities for reading and writing sounds in continuous provision. 
• Eye spy 
• Story time. 



How to support your child’s phonics at home:

• Daily reading. Book from school and from home. 
• Games. 
• Go through set 1 sound cards. 
• Use the sound cards to make a word and ask the children to ‘Fred talk’ and blend.
• Practice reading and writing the red words when they are sent home.  
• Practice writing the sounds.
